Heights of Volcanoes Around the World
The height of any hill or mountain is measured from the sea level. Have a look at the heights of the volcanoes shown in the table below. These are the current heights of the volcanoes.

The tallest volcano on Earth is Hawaii’s Mauna Kea, with an elevation of 4,207 meters. It’s only a little bigger than the largest volcano on Earth, Mauna Loa with an elevation  4,169 meters. If you could measure Mauna Kea from the base of the ocean to its peak, you’d get a true height of 10,203 meters (and that’s bigger than Mount Everest).

How tall is Mount Vesuvius in metres?

Find the average height of the volcanoes listed in the table above.
